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Abstract 
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The study aimed to reveal the effectiveness of a training program based on sustainable 

development goals for the development of digital skills, social responsibility, and self-efficacy among 

social education teachers for the primary stage in the city of Taif. The experimental approach was used 

with a quasi-experimental design (for one group). From the training program based on sustainable 

development goals, and four tools for data collection, namely:  cognitive test to measure digital skills, 

observation to measure digital skills, questionnaire to measure social responsibility, and a self-efficacy 

scale. After verifying the validity and reliability of the tools, they were applied before and after the 

experiment on a sample of (25) teacher, and the data was analyzed using a set of appropriate inferential 

statistical methods through the Statistical Package for Social Sciences (SPSS). The results showed that 

the training program based on sustainable development goals is effective (significant) in the development 

of (digital skills, social responsibility, and self-efficacy) for social education female teachers of the 

primary school, which was indicated by the following results, which showed that: From (digital skills, 

social responsibility, self-efficacy) separately in favor of the post-measurement, and the effect size was 

calculated using the Eta square ( 2) and its effectiveness was confirmed. Based on the results of the 

study, the researcher recommended a set of recommendations, the most important of which are: Inclusion 

of sustainable development goals in social studies curricula at the primary stage to keep pace with 

topics of the training program. The study also presented some relevant proposals, including holding 

training meetings for social studies teachers at the primary stage considering the sustainable development 

goals with the aim of achieving excellence in scientific performance
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
