	Course Objectives
	This course provides a survey of modern British fiction from its development early in the twentieth century, to its current achievements and trends. The course focuses on the work of two representative novelists and examines the way these writers perceive the world around them and how they construct their fiction. A close critical reading of Conrad’s Heart of Darkness and Golding’s Lord of the Flies allows students to understand each work on its own terms, to place it in the context of each writer's full body of work

	Course Topics
	Introduction to the salient features of 20th century British  novel, Novel 1 Heart of Darkness (Biographical Account of the writer, Study of the main themes of the novel (Racism and Imperialism, Hypocrisy of Colonialism, the human nature, Evil versus Goodness) and Novel 2 Lord of the Flies (Biographical Account of the author wiliam Golding. Themes: the historical context (second world war), the nature of evil, etc.

	Learning Outcomes
	Upon completion of this course, students will be able to: Trace the broad developments in the British novel during the twentieth century ; Identify and account for some of the concerns of modern novelists ; Identify some of the changes in the forms of modern fiction ; Demonstrate a capacity for a close critical reading of a literary text ; and communicate clearly, in writing, an informed response to that text.
